came forward at the end of service to exp[ain how meaning}cu! it was to them. So how
does a music director use such varied oPinions to crafta worship cxpcricncc’? |¢'s difficult and cha”cnging.

First and foremost, the worship exPerience is meant to enable us to worship (God with all our hearts,
minds, bodies and souls. Jt's not about getting what we want, but giving God our full-on worship. So
tcchm’ca”y (and thco!ogica”g), Peop|e’s oPinions shouldn’t matter. But the rea|it3 is that Pcople’s opim
ions must be considered when cra]cting a worship cxPericncc.

[Here’s a sampling of the criteria we use when sclecting songs: Does it uplixct God? Does it support the
theme of the worshiP cxpericncc? ]s it meant to be a song of Praisc, Iamcnt, confession or o]CFering? rﬂow
will those singing it receive it? T hat last question is very important. \We strive each week to create a bal-
anced atmosphere that not onlg insPires People to worship but also ensures Gocl remains the focus of
our worshiP.
